Wow! You did excellent work revising. I can see you really thought about the comments and made some smart changes. Your changes to your first sentence made a big improvement because it added the setting of time (10 years ago in February) and place (Disneyland). In your next sentence I learned you got on the log with your mom. Now it is much easier for me to picture where you are and then enter your story. 
I know you will get some more time to revise so I want you to think about these things. I will divide them into three sections:

Add sensory details: Sensory details are when you stop and think about what you could hear, see, feel, smell or taste at a particular time. You can see the notes below in your paragraph where you might want to stop and do that.

Choose a variety of words or more interesting and descriptive words: If you find that you use the same word close together, see if you can think of a different word. For example, you use the word nervous in sentence 2 and right away again in sentence 3. 
Editing Trick: Capitalize names of places. You can make your writing look more polished by checking on your capitals. If it is a NAME of a person, a month, a company, or a place it should be start with a capital letter. Think of it as a treasure hunt and find the words that need a capital letter. I think you need to find 7 words that need a capital in your essay.
This piece of writing is improving with your revising work. I can’t wait to see what changes you make next!
