Dear Megan,

Well done, Megan, I noticed you put a line of space between the salutation (greeting) and the body of your letter. The last sentence reads much clearer now by using a capital at the beginning of your sentence and punctuation, which concludes your thought. Standard practice for writing phone numbers is to put the area code in parenthesis and separate the first three numbers from the last four. (800)555-4444. The beginning and ending sentences of your draft are excellent. When reading that portion aloud, it really makes sense.


When I read the middle of your letter, I feel confused when you say “doing your favorite movies” and “do a skit”. Try reading it aloud to yourself and a friend and see what you think. Here are a few questions that may inspire you to make changes so it reads more clearly and gives more information to your readers. Will students read scripts from student’s favorite movies and TV shows? Will actors be memorizing lines from a script? Are you going to practice a skit from the Disney Channel program called “Sonny” or is it “Sonny with a Chance?” Will students give a performance to an audience at sometime in the future? What might it sound like to write four or five short sentences giving clear details that include specifics of drama club? 
Next, you could write a new paragraph that contains sentences giving details of when the club begins; and what number to call, if students want to join. 
You are on your way to a very clear and well-written letter inviting students to join your after-school club. Do not forget to sign your letter, my friend.
