Or are you trying to say the club will have activities like video games and football?)  We are trying to get people in the club that know how to play Football (Is there a reason football is capitalized?) or video games. There will be a xbox360 and there will be alto (Do you mean “a lot”? A variety?) of games. We will be playing football outside. (Do you have a football field or will you be playing just on the grass?) People can play what ever they want. Any one can join. But  to play football you have to try out. (You can also combine the sentences “Anyone can join. But to play football you have to try out.”) Try to enter for free today. (It might sound a little more open to new students if you delete the “try to” part.) 
Dear Bob,


Wow! I am really impressed with all of the revisions you have made to your draft so far! There are still some things that I would like you work on though. There seem to be several sentences within your paragraph that can be combined with other sentences to make more complex sentences. If you combine some of the sentences I think your paragraph will flow much more smoothly. In addition, there are also some areas that I think you could be more specific about. For example, when you write 2 o’clock, even though one might assume that you mean 2:00pm because the club meets after school, it might be helpful to write 2:00pm in your letter. Also when you wrote “there will be alto of games” I assumed you meant “a lot of games.” You could list some of the variety of games that will be available to be played. Finally, you say that football will played outside, but do not mention if it will be played on a football field, on the grass, or out on the blacktop. Being a little more specific might give your classmates a better idea if they might be interested in joining your club. 


As you make your content area revisions begin to start looking for spelling errors that you can correct now. If there are words that look funny to you or you are unsure if you spelled them correctly try to look them up. Keep up the good work. You have already made a lot of progress and I am excited to see where it goes from here.
