Dear Megan,


Bravo, the layout of your letter has shown tremendous growth through your three drafts! Adding a line between your introduction and body of the letter, using two paragraphs instead of one, adding the closing and your signature have made positive changes toward meeting the standard format of a friendly letter. Further, I believe students your age would want to join because of the fun name of your after-school club and a specific detail, such as, performing a play from “Sonny with a Chance” from Disney Channel. 

You added new words to this last draft “and for the rest of the week” to your original sentence, “This program will start on February 29 at 5:00 to 7:00.” That phrase makes it seem like the club will last only one week. Most clubs usually last longer than one week. Is your club going to meet between 5:00 -7:00 for one week or meet every week, beginning February 29? See if it seems clearer to keep your original sentence of the starting date and time, you meet and add a new sentence explaining what day and where you will meet. 
I like your last sentence giving the phone number if students are interested in joining. Megan, you nailed the correct format for a phone number. I would delete the space before the phone number, so that your last paragraph appears connected.

Since you added the closing and signature to your piece, you could remove your name from the top before your letter as once is usually enough. 

I have included your prompt at the end of my feedback. Forgive me; I should have included that before. When I write for a class, I always refer back to the prompt to make sure I have included all components the teacher will expect to see. I think you are very close to being finished. The last component would be to write persuasively (convince them) why students would want to join. Is it because it is going to be fun to act out movies and TV shows or because your club is free? Better yet, Megan, explain to the students why they should join. 
It has been a pleasure working with you to create a well-crafted letter. You took chances and were willing to change your writing, which is not easy. Nevertheless, those simple changes made your writing clearer.
