Do all the students at your school go to each of these assemblies? Or is each guest speaker only speaking to the students that are the same race he or she is? If you get to attend all the assemblies, what do you learn from the different cultures? Why is it important to have guest speakers from different nationalities speak to the students at your school? 
 A lot of people can benefit from going to a multicultural school. How they can benefit is they can learn to get along with other ethnicities, and also you can learn to speak a couple of different languages. That can really help you if you work as an architected or something that deals with people that only speak one language.  Or you can just translate what people are saying for like some tourist or even just for yourself.

So,  if you want to have a great experience with different ethnicities, then come to Encina. We might not be one of the most popular schools or the richest, but we have a lot of tutoring classes and a great athletic department. Especially our soccer and our volleyball departments, and our wrestling team is pretty good. So, if you want to have a great time then come to Encina.
