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What are the advantages and disadvantages

 of going to a multicultural school?

 The advantages of going to a multicultural school is, you are more likely to learn something new each day from other people that are not from their culture than those people who just go to a school that is full of “white kids”. I remember when I went to a Russian school in California. This school was full of “Russians” there were a lot of people that you can relate to rather than those that you could not: Spanish, Hmong etc. I have a friend named Daniel, the interesting thing about him is that he didn’t do stuff the way I did it: he believes in a different religion because he is not from the same culture as me, he dresses differently than I do and he even eats differently. The school I go to “Encina high school” is full of multicultural kids they all do everything different. From these high school students you can actually learn something that you never knew before. It is like a new way of learning but from students that are different from you. 

Multicultural education in our school is everywhere for example they are in textbooks, in lessons, and in school activities. School activities make it so different people can be involved. The textbooks that we use they teach us more than one subject: they don’t have it that a book only teaches about USA, the books teach us about different things. I doubt that encina values M.E. because we do most things as a group and not like (I’m doing this and that by my self). Mostly everyone in our school is or was involved in an activity. If you go to a school that is plain (school that has all students of the same culture/raise) you will found that there are not that many people that are willing to speak out. If you had experience with a multicultural school and you go to a plain school you would rather go to a multicultural school because if you start a conversation with someone about something and start asking them questions about what country you came from… and so on. It will be as interesting for you to listen and find out that this person. On the other hand if I was talking to a person same culture as mine it would be not be as interesting in talking to this person. Going to a multicultural opens many doors to you, like as I was saying you can always learn something new in a multicultural school. Another advantage is that multicultural schools make a good environment for others and you can see that different people take education differently some take it seriously but others do not. It creates a good environment because it makes you feel good about yourself; you will look at your school differently than you used to. I am a Russian/Ukrainian sophomore and I take education seriously because I know what it will be better for me in the future but for those who just slack around in school and doing nothing knowing that they will suffer in the future.

To me multicultural education is like an idea that all students have an equal chance to achieve academic success (from article called a synthesis of scholarship in multicultural education). The disadvantages are that some kids won’t get the same education in school because some teachers/students tend to be racist toward other multicultural kids. Or that some kids cannot find anyone to talk to because of that fact that everyone hates him/her or that there is no one that speaks the same language as them. If the school you go to is diverse you might find it hard to meet new people because you probably talk in a different language. From experience I had found that being in a diverse school is like living in a new world because of the fact there are lots of people of different races. In multicultural schools there are lots of students that present different ideas to the school. In plain schools there are not that many students that are able to present new ideas. If all schools were multicultural the students would probably be better in the work world because they would get the same feeling as all the others that went to multicultural schools. If you went to a multicultural school and you work in a job that deals with talking with people of different cultures you would probably have a good chance of talking to them and getting their interests. When going to multicultural schools people have a good chance to get along with other people not in their culture/religion. Multicultural schools enhance the way of learning.  

 
In some cases multicultural schools are better than regular schools. But my opinion is that that percentage is small. I believe that there are very few multicultural schools like ours. Having gone to different schools you will see the difference between multicultural schools and regular schools. The advantage in going to multicultural schools is that you will learn more not just from your teachers but from your piers. The disadvantage is that some people are racist to others and they will not appreciate you for some sort of reason. 
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
