Thank you for sharing your writing. I could tell you really thought about the few minutes you spent on the ride in detail. That is a great way to make your writing interesting by adding sensory details (what you see, smell, feel, taste, and hear during the ride). I love that you called yourself a “scaredy-cat.” That is an example of voice because it makes it sound like the author’s personality.
 My first suggestion is that you add some information at the beginning of your writing. You need to give the person reading your writing some background information so they are ready to experience what you want to write about. In this case, that would be information like: (1) Which amusement park is Splash Mountain in? (2) What was the weather like on the day you went? (3) Who did you go with? (4) Were you thinking about Splash Mountain before you got there or did you decide to go on it at the last minute? (5) Why did you decide to go on the ride?
I look forward to seeing what you decide to add or change for the next version.
