*For your middle paragraphs, let’s say we should have 3 or 4 different facts about how Napoleon should be known as a natural leader. Your 2nd paragraph talks about how he was young. Can your 3rd paragraph be about his most famous battle? Can your 4th paragraph be about what he did for France (did he gain them land, riches, respect in the world?).

Let’s rewrite this sentence—too many “who’s”. How about “A natural leader in History whom I have read about is Napoleon Bonaparte, commonly know as Napoleon.”





We can spice up this sentence too. How about something like this “Since many students are required to learn about him in Social Studies and English classes in both high school and college, Napoleon must be known in History as a “natural leader” by others.
