This will establish your thesis (opinion) as it relates to Of Mice and Men., and give your reader some background about the story. Try to list the attributes, or character traits, you see in George that make him a leader, as opposed to Lennie who is weaker and more vulnerable.  Why does George take care of Lennie? Are they related? Why is their story so important?  Then in the next paragraphs you can go into detail about specific incidents in the book that support your opinion and give some commentary about why you feel this way.
