The person who I believe is my natural leader is Elizabeth the 1st, Queen of England.  (Did the prompt ask you to choose a leader for yourself or to describe someone you have read about who seems to be a natural leader?)

Elizabeth the 1st did not start out as a queen, but she was royalty. She faced many difficult tasks, making her know the troubles of life. She lost her mother, her brother, and her freedom at a young age. She was treated with disrespect by her sister, who took over the throne before Elizabeth. ·  Your second paragraph gives me good details about Elizabeth’s life.  Good job for telling me about the hardships that formed her beliefs and convictions. You seemed to be telling me that her hardships in life helped her to be compassionate toward the peasants and to treat them well.  What are a few of the things Elizabeth did to help the peasants and make them want to follow her?  Can you tell me about them in this paragraph?

· In your conclusion, your first sentence is strong.  What did you want to tell me about Elizabeth in this paragraph?
