(Did the prompt ask you to choose a leader for yourself or to describe someone you have read about who seems to be a natural leader? I thoroughly analyzed the question and it led me to believe it to both choose and describe. We all have different definitions on how a question is asked.)

Elizabeth the 1st did not start out as a queen, but she was royalty. She faced many difficult tasks, making her know the troubles of life. She lost her mother, her brother, and her freedom at a young age. She was treated with disrespect by her sister, who took over the throne before Elizabeth.
